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Quarterly fund commentary

In the fourth quarter, emerging market (EM) bonds returned -4.02% (USD total return), as
measured by the JP Morgan EMBI Global Diversified Index. Returns were negative across
regions with Latin America and Asia the worst performers. At the country level, Belize,
Mozambigue, and Ecuador were the top performers while Dominican Republic, Uruguay and
Peru lagged. Negative returns for the period were driven in large part by the rise in US
Treasury bond yields (bond yields and prices move inversely) following the outcome of the
US presidential election. In November alone 10 year US Treasury yields moved higher by 56
basis points, the largest monthly increase since December 2009. Mutual fund flows for the
asset class, which were positive through October, turned sharply negative with
approximately USS 15 billion of outflows in November and December combined. However,
for the calendar year as a whole, the asset class took in nearly USS 23 billion and the pace
of outflows has slowed (fund flows sourced from EPR). Emerging markets bonds partially
recovered losses in December supported by higher oil prices on the back of OPEC agreeing
to production cuts that exceeded market expectations and less severe concerns around the
US President elect's trade and economic policies.
