Objective and Investment Policy

The CSOP Source FTSE China A50 UCITS ETF aims to closely
correspond to the performance of the FTSE China A50 Index' (the
“Reference Index”). The Reference Index is representative of the 50
largest Chinese companies, which pass screening for size and
liquidity.

In order to achieve its investment objective, the Fund invests in the
underlying Index securities which constitute the Reference Index in
substantially the same weightings as such Index Securities have in the
Reference Index and or in collective investment schemes (CIS) which
will provide indirect exposure to the Index Securities.

The Fund shares are listed on one or more Stock Exchange(s).
Generally, only Authorised Participants may subscribe or redeem
shares directly with the Fund. Other investors can buy or sell shares
daily through an intermediary directly or on Stock Exchange(s) on
which the shares are traded. In exceptional circumstances other
investors will be permitted to redeem their shares directly from
Source CSOP Markets plc in accordance with the redemption
procedures set out in the prospectus, subject to any applicable laws
and relevant charges. The Fund’s base currency is Renminbi.

Dividend Policy: This class does not pay you income, but instead
reinvests it to grow your capital, in line with its stated objectives.

Net Asset Value: This is calculated daily and the Fund is open for
redemptions on each UK business day. Please refer to the prospectus
for further information.

The Reference Index: The constituents of the Reference Index are all
traded on the Shenzhen Stock Exchange and the Shanghai Stock
Exchange. In determining the full market capitalisation of a company
for ranking purposes, all share classes are included, while only the
eligible share classes are included in the index weighting. All China A
share classes of equity in issue are eligible for inclusion in the FTSE
China A50 Index subject to conforming with the Index Rules. The
quarterly review of the FTSE China A50 Index constituents takes
place in March, June, September and December. A constant number
of constituents will be maintained for the Index.

o Liquidity on secondary market risk: Lower liquidity means there
are insufficient buyers or sellers to allow the Fund to sell or buy
investments readily.
